Dynamics of Ukrainian support for authoritarianism before and after
the large-scale Russian invasion: the impact of traumatic wartime
events

Following the start of the full-scale Russian invasion, Ukrainians were confronted with forced restrictions
on political life, including its pluralistic media and competitive elections. The need for strong leadership
led to the “rally around the flag” effect. The empirical analysis is based on a comparison of the opinions
of the Ukrainian population, and in particular those who have experienced traumatic events during
wartime, regarding a specific political system and principles of state governance. Throughout the four
years of the ongoing wat, Ukrainians have demonstrated a mixed attitude towards a democratic system,
simultaneously approving of authoritarian principles of governance. In such circumstances, where
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people are striving for both democracy and strong leadership that is not restricted by parliament or
procedures, a favourable value-normative background is created, not so much for the establishment of
authoritarianism, but rather for the reproduction of support for yet another variety of populist and
personalist regime. At the same time, over the years of this war, the proportion of Ukrainians who
perceive authoritarian ideas negatively has been gradually increasing. Assumptions about the impact of
war trauma on the growth of support for authoritarianism have not been realised. Among all groups
that have experienced trauma, the proportion of support for authoritarianism does not differ significantly
from that of the rest of the population. Only among people who were wounded as a result of combat
operations is there a slightly higher proportion of support for authoritarianism. Examining the impact
of the traumatic consequences of war on political consciousness during the war itself does not allow us
to draw definitive conclusions. Only when the mobilization “anesthesia” wears off and the social “pain”
of traumatized people intensifies will it be possible to obtain objective answers regarding their political
aspirations.

Exclusion and civic participation in wartime:
dimensions, risks, and association

The article examines the parameters of exclusion and civic participation in Ukrainian society and their
link. The findings are based on data from the Sociological Monitoring «Ukrainian Society» conducted
by the Institute of Sociology of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine in 2024 (N = 4101).
Exclusion was defined as the lack of scarce resources and opportunities necessary to satisfy individuals’
basic needs. The list of scarce resources and opportunities includes health, good housing, essential
medical care, good vacation and leisure, and choosing food according to taste. In addition, indicators of
the level of exclusion (the number of exclusive scarce resources and opportunities) and its depths (share
of the categories of excluded, partially excluded, and included) were calculated.
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Civic participation was defined as a set of forms of activity aimed at counteracting the negative
consequences of the war, as well as at strengthening the stability of society. There are four of its elements:
cognitive (awareness of the situation in the country); affective (responsibility for the future of the
country); status (belonging to the category of people affected by the war); and behavioral (set of actions
of individuals in military conditions). Twelve configurations of civic participation were identified based
on the combination of the elements’ gradations.

A significant level and depth of exclusion were found, and the main risk of being excluded was economic
deprivation. The level of civic participation was high, especially the levels of its affective and cognitive
elements. The main configuration of civic participation was civic help among people with high cognitive
engagement, who were weakly affected by the war. The link between exclusion and civic participation
was weak; the most substantial differences were observed between several configurations, representing
passive and active help strategies.

The problem of (non)return of Ukrainian war migrants:
A theoretical framework for analysis

The article develops an analytical framework for explaining the (non)return of Ukrainian war migrants
in relation to their life plans after 2022. It aims to systematise and reconcile approaches at different levels
of analysis, allowing decisions on returning or remaining abroad to be interpreted as socially embedded
and dynamic processes. At the macro level, the paper considers neoclassical economic models, the dual
labour market theory, and world-systems approaches that reveal how structural imbalances, labour
demand, legal regimes, and global inequalities shape the space of opportunities for migration trajectories.
Particular attention is paid to the institutional dimension, which directly influences Ukrainians’
strategies of legalisation, integration, or potential return. At the meso level, the article analyses social
capital, migration network, and cumulative causation theories: networks lower the costs and risks of
mobility, facilitate access to housing and employment in host countries, and simultaneously generate
“return capital” through sustained ties with Ukraine. The balance between transnational and homeland
ties determines whether the intention to stay abroad strengthens or the conditions for reintegration
emerge. At the micro level, the study integrates rational choice and behavioural approaches, including
bounded rationality, “push—pull” theory, life course theory, and the new economics of labour migration.
It shows that initial departures under coercion and information scarcity align partly with bounded
rationality, while subsequent (non)return decisions increasingly rely on comparative assessments of
economic, legal, and social prospects, as well as safety and family circumstances. The article critically
engages with the aspirations—capabilities framework, emphasising methodological ambiguities in
measuring aspirations, the gap between declared intentions and actual behaviour, and the contextual
variability of what constitutes a “capability” to return. It proposes an integrated approach combining
rational choice logic (with bounded rationality), institutional theory, and social capital theory with the
selective application of the aspirations—capabilities model. The resulting framework provides a coherent
theoretical instrument for further research, enabling (non)return to be viewed as a socially constructed,
multilevel, and temporally variable strategy that emerges at the intersection of institutional regimes,
network configurations, and individual aspirations.

Measurement invariance in studies of social change
in Ukrainian society

The article applies the method of multigroup confirmatory factor analysis (MGCFA) to test the hypothesis
of measurement invariance of the integral index of social well-being (IISS-20) in the longitudinal (trend)
study “Ukrainian Society: Monitoring Social Changes” in 1995-2010. Although this index, developed by
Ye. Golovakha and N. Panina, has been crucial for studies of social change of Ukrainian society over
the past 30 years, the measurement invariance of this theoretical construct has not been tested for any
version of the instrument (IISS-44, 1ISS-20, IISS-13). The need for such a study stems from the
transformations of society, when people may form different perceptions of their social well-being as well
as the occurrence of significant changes in the population structure. If measurement invariance is not
confirmed, then comparing the values of the indicator and its meaningful interpretation are problematic.
Since the quality of the basic model of the shortened version of the index IISS-20 did not allow to proceed
with a test of measurement invariance for this particular adaptation of the instrument during the chosen
period, it was modified by removing components that had caused multicollinearity. For the resulting
optimized model we confirmed the configural, metric and scalar measurement invariance of social well-
being for the period that comprises four waves (1995, 2000, 2005, 2010) of the survey by the Institute of
Sociology of the NAS of Ukraine. Thus, the result of our analysis with the technical modification of the
IISS-20 questionnaire is in line with evolution of the instrument. It proves the possibility of both valid
comparisons in terms of the structure of the latent variable and the comparability of the means of the
integral index of social well-being between different groups and research waves over time. The article,
therefore, demonstrates the explanatory power of this important sociological tool for monitoring
Ukrainian society and research of social change.

Cultural orders in space and time of the emergent state

Cultural evolution is not as hasty as it sometimes seems to us; in any case, modern cultural orders are
quite thoroughly explained by the conceptualizations of the last century in the most expressive versions
of both the sociology of conflicts and the sociology of compromises, which are in no way opposed to each
other in the logic of analysis of reality but are autonomous and do not exclude complementarity.

One type of order is focused on the morphology of the conflict of cultural epochs and states in the terms
of Georg Simmel, on the interaction of the flow of life and forms of culture, initially fixing their
correspondence but subsequently losing it, up to the complete rejection by life of the forms that weigh it
down, the rejection of the form of culture in general. We are talking about the opposition of the individual
and society, about the insoluble conflict between individual life, which sacrifices its manifestations in
favor of socially approved patterns, and cultural form, which gives rise to the “tragedy of culture” The
second perspective, on the contrary, avoids dramatic states, and places the focus on consumption, which
Michel de Certeau presents as a multidimensional space of possibilities for anonymous creativity thanks
to the special tactics of the ordinary person to bypass the established order, inventing an everyday life
that is acceptable to him. Of course, any “branding of creativity” takes it out of the space of secrecy and
into the public eye, but it is unlikely to completely neutralize its inspiration from “micro-freedom” (in
Certeau’s terms). There is also a third, broader perspective on cultural orders, which has been rooted in
the sociological tradition since Sombart and Weber and refers to the “spirit of capitalism”, its value and
ethical justifications, and today to the “spirit of digital capitalism” in the space of action of ‘ethics of
decision”, “solutionism” (Oliver Nachtwey, Timo Seidl), the essence of which is the belief that any social
problem can be solved by “the correct use of the correct technologies.” The models of modern cultural
orders presented in the article help to more accurately understand their interaction with social and
economic orders, including in the circumstances of war, when Ukrainian society is in an emergent state
as a result of Russian aggression.

Planning horizon of Ukrainians and its relation
to subjective well-being

Previous research on the link between time perspective and well-being has repeatedly confirmed a
positive association between the two. In this article, the planning horizon is explored as a dimension of
future time perspective in relation to subjective well-being under wartime conditions and in the
corresponding context of uncertainty about the future. An analysis of the Ukrainian Society survey data
from 2024 showed that planning horizon, measured as the future time span over which the respondents
plan, is positively associated with life satisfaction. However, this association is conditioned by the impact
of other variables and does not hold after controlling for them.

Hierarchical regression analysis of planning horizon allowed to reject the intuitive assumption that
under the extreme conditions of war, the balance between the otherwise persistent subjective attitudes
and the impact of current circumstances is shifted in favour of the latter. Subjective attitudes, such as
optimism, locus of control, and expectations with respect to the future of the war, have a stronger impact
on the planning horizon than negative experiences of war. Negative experiences of war are not a major
factor contributing to shortening of the planning horizon, while some aspects of these experiences, such
as a history of forced migration, are associated with longer planning horizon. Medium-term planning
(spanning from two months to two years) and long-term planning (spanning more than two years) differ
in their predictors and therefore may represent substantially different attitudes towards future activities.
According to a theoretical assumption, because planning horizon reflects perceived uncertainty, it
should mediate effects of negative war experiences on subjective well-being. But according to the results
of the conducted mediation analysis, planning horizon does not mediate their impact or the impact of
subjective attitudes on life satisfaction. Nor is it a significant independent predictor of life satisfaction.

Linear or U-shaped?
Age and subjective well-being in Ukraine

The paradox of well-being suggests that the relationship between age and subjective well-being follows
a U-shaped curve: well-being decreases initially, reaches its lowest point in midlife, and then increases
in older age despite worsening objective life conditions. However, previous studies provide mixed results:
some confirm the presence of a U-curve, while others find a linear decline in well-being or a more
complex nonlinear relationship. For Ukraine, the results are also inconsistent, and most publications do
not specifically focus on this country. This study examines whether the relationship between age and the
cognitive and affective dimensions of subjective well-being in Ukraine follows a positive quadratic
(U-shaped) pattern or a negative linear one. Based on six waves of the European Social Survey (ESS)
from 2005 to 2022, this study analyzes the relationship between age and subjective well-being among
Ukrainians, measured through life satisfaction and happiness. ESS is used because its repeated cross-
sectional design enables the separation of age, cohort, and period effects, allowing a closer approximation
of the “net” association between age and well-being. To address methodological challenges related to
age-period-cohort confounding, the analysis employs cross-classified random effects regression models
that simultaneously account for cohort and period effects. Regression models show that both linear and
quadratic associations of age with these well-being measures are statistically significant. Nevertheless,
the U-curve is observable for life satisfaction, though not very pronounced, while happiness shows only
a negative linear relationship. The findings highlight the need for further research on the paradox of
well-being in Ukraine, particularly by incorporating additional ESS waves collected during the full-scale
Russian invasion, exploring more complex nonlinear specifications, and examining potential mediating
and moderating mechanisms between age and well-being.

Genesis and evolution of the concept of societal
in the social and human sciences
Part I. Historical-theoretical reconstruction

The article presents a historical and theoretical reconstruction of the genesis and evolution of the concept
of societal” within the social and human sciences — from its early naturalistic and empirical origins to
its contemporary systemic and socio-psychological interpretations. It outlines the prerequisites for the
emergence of the term in late 19th-early 20th century American sociology (W.G. Sumner, A.G. Keller)
and demonstrates its subsequent systematization and development within structural functionalism
(T. Parsons). The study traces the critical transformations of the concept in the second half of the 20th
century — from conflict theory approach (R. Dahrendorf, C. Mills) and post-structuralist (P. Bourdieu,
M. Foucault) approaches to systemic-communicative ones (N. Luhmann, ]. Habermas, M. Castells).
Further theoretical elaboration of the societal concept is analyzed in the context of macrosociological
research, highlighting its interpretive potential for explaining the structural integrity of society (P. Nolan,
G. Lenski) and its capacity for revising Parsons’s model to conceptualize the societal community as a
dynamic network of conflicting loyalties and normative orders (G. Sciortino). Particular attention is
given to S. Moscovici’s integrative psychosocial approach, which reveals the deep, psychologically
determined dimension of the societal — understood as a psychosocial process in which the conscious
and the unconscious, the individual and the collective, the rational and the affective continuously
interact. The article argues that the evolution of the idea of societality reflects a profound epistemological
shift in the development of social and humanistic knowledge — from classical systemic models to
contemporary integrative approaches that combine multiple levels of social reality. This transformation
makes the concept of societality a key analytical instrument for studying the mechanisms of integration,
solidarity, and transformation in modern societies — in all their cultural, systemic, and psychological
complexity and interdependence.

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1. Introduction

1.1. Background

Across European welfare states, public care institutions have, over the last decade,
repeatedly been thrust into the spotlight through scandals concerning neglect,
violence, administrative concealment, and moral breakdown. These crises have
triggered intense debates about trust, legitimacy, and accountability in the welfare
sector. Much of this discussion has focused on policy design, resource allocation or
managerial failure. What remains less explored is how such crises transform the moral
and epistemic fabric of institutions themselves, and how they leave lasting traces in the
collective memory of staft.

Building on author’s (Himmlegaard, 2025) philosophical sociology, this article
approaches welfare institutions as moral fields rather than merely bureaucratic entities.
As moral fields, institutions are arenas in which legitimacy, recognition and
responsibility are continuously negotiated through interaction rituals, discursive
practices and historically sedimented categories of thought. When a crisis erupts -
through investigative journalism, internal whistleblowing, or external regulatory
scrutiny — it does not simply “damage reputation”; it destabilizes the shared assumptions
that previously made professional roles, rules and routines appear morally meaningful.
In other words, the crisis is experienced as a trauma at the level of the institution.

1.2. Research Problem

The concept of trauma has travelled a long intellectual distance from its psychiatric
origins, entering sociological theory primarily through work on collective and cultural
trauma (Sztompka, 2000). While this scholarship has generated influential accounts

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of how communities reinterpret ruptures of national or historical significance, it
has, perhaps inadvertently, normalised a focus on the spectacular. Wars, state
repression, and regime collapses dominate the analytical landscape, leaving
comparatively little room for the more insidious disruptions that take hold in ordinary
institutional life. It is tempting to assume that these “everyday” disturbances fall
outside the domain of trauma analysis; yet recent work suggests that such anassumption
risks obscuring processes that are both analytically consequential and empirically
widespread.

A growing strand of contemporary research points to the institution itself - not the
external catastrophe — as a potential source of ongoing harm, contradiction, and moral
strain. Alexander (2023), for example, examines how frontline workers in welfare
bureaucracies engage in what he terms “moral recalibration,” a process through which
they continually reinterpret organisational wrongdoing in order to preserve a workable
moral horizon. His analysis subtly dislodges the conventional image of trauma as a
singular rupture, instead revealing how protracted tensions between institutional
mandates and lived professional ethics can accumulate into forms of harm that resist
easy classification. A parallel line of enquiry is developed by Harris and Robson (2022),
whose work on institutional moral injury demonstrates how long-term exposure to
ethically compromised structures corrodes professional identity and undermines the
collective frameworks staff rely on to sustain legitimacy. Their findings complicate
familiar narratives of burnout by reframing it as a symptom of deeper epistemic
fragilities embedded within organisational routines.

A further refinement comes from Lloyd and colleagues (2024), who explore how
institutions handle the aftermath of internal crises through practices of selective
remembering and forgetting. Their notion of “mnemonic boundary-work” highlights
the ways organisations actively curate narratives of harm - acknowledging certain
episodes while carefully sidelining others - in attempts to stabilise both internal
cohesion and external accountability. What emerges is a picture of trauma not as an
event but as a contested process: shaped by competing interpretations, institutional
interests, and the politics of organisational memory.

Taken together, these contributions signal an important conceptual shift. Trauma
is increasingly understood as a dynamic and relational property of institutional life
rather than the residue of an extraordinary external shock. Yet despite their advances,
these studies remain only partially integrated. Each addresses one facet - moral injury,
epistemic destabilisation, or institutional memory - but the literature has not yet
examined how these dimensions interlock during periods of organisational crisis. The
absence of such integration leaves open the possibility that key transformations remain
analytically invisible.

It is in this conceptual space that the present article intervenes. It asks how crises
in welfare institutions unsettle and reconfigure three interdependent domains:

1. collective identity and moral meaning among staff;

2. epistemic orders that underpin professional judgment and organisational

legitimacy; and

3. mnemonic practices through which institutions remember, reinterpret, and

sometimes suppress their own histories.
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Rather than treating trauma as a clinical diagnosis, the article develops institutional
trauma as a theoretical lens — a means of grasping the subtle, often ambivalent
reconfigurations of meaning, knowledge, and memory that emerge when organisations
confront, deny, or attempt to absorb their own failures. The aim is not merely to
broaden the scope of trauma studies but to illuminate the sociological mechanisms
through which institutional life becomes, at times, a site of harm in its own right.

1.3. Purpose and Scope

The purpose of the article is to develop a conceptually robust and sociologically
grounded account of institutional trauma as a relational and epistemic process
embedded in the moral fields of welfare organizations. Rather than providing a
conventional empirical case study, the article offers a theoretically oriented analysis
based on a purposively selected corpus of narratives and documents from documented
crises in welfare institutions in European welfare states. These materials - staff
testimonies, internal reports, public inquiries, and media investigations — are treated
as mnemonic artefacts through which institutions and their members reflect upon
crises.

The scope is twofold. First, the article proposes a theoretical model that synthesizes
author’s philosophical sociology with key strands in classical and contemporary social
theory: Durkheim and Mannheim on the social origins of thought, Bourdieu on fields
and symbolic capital, Collins on interaction rituals, Sztompka on cultural trauma, and
the literature on social memory (Halbwachs, 1992; Olick & Robbins, 1998; Tavory &
Eliasoph, 2013). Second, it uses this model to interpret recurring patterns in the
narratives surrounding welfare-sector crises, with particular attention to moral
breakdown, epistemic disorientation and rituals of repair.

1.4. Positioning the Theoretical Synthesis

The theoretical ambition of the article is explicit from the outset: no single classical
framework is sufficient to grasp the layered nature of institutional trauma. Durkheim
helps illuminate normative breakdown; Mannheim clarifies how knowledge is bound
to social position; Bourdieu reveals struggles over symbolic capital; Collins shows how
emotional energy circulates through interaction rituals; Sztompka conceptualizes
trauma as a culturally mediated shock to a social order; and memory studies trace how
such shocks are later narrativized.

The article therefore advances a deliberately pluralist but internally coherent
synthesis. These theorists are not assembled eclectically; they are mobilized to address
a specific puzzle: how crises in welfare institutions unsettle the moral, epistemic, and
mnemonic orders that sustain professional life, and how these orders are subsequently
re-stitched.

1.5. Structure of the Article

The article is organized as follows. Section 2 develops the theoretical framework,
beginning with the author’s philosophical sociology and moving through
conceptualizations of institutional trauma, fields, and interaction rituals, before
situating the argument within the state of the art in cultural trauma and memory
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studies. Section 3 outlines the methodological orientation and data corpus, clarifying
units of analysis and the status of the narratives under examination. Section 4 presents
an analytically driven reconstruction of three interconnected dimensions of
institutional trauma: moral collapse, epistemic disorientation, and reconstructive
rituals. Section 5 discusses the broader theoretical and societal implications, and
Section 6 concludes by highlighting avenues for future research.

2. Theoretical Framework

2.1. Philosophical Sociology and the Social Origins of Institutional
Knowledge

The author’s philosophical sociology (Himmlegaard, 2025) starts from the premise
that philosophical and moral reasoning are not autonomous intellectual acts but
socially conditioned forms of knowledge. Drawing on Durkheim and Mannheim, the
author recasts cognition as a collective accomplishment rooted in historically specific
thought styles, institutional structures, and symbolic hierarchies. What an organization
“knows” about itself - its legitimacy, moral purpose, or professional ethos - is not a
neutral self-description but a product of social struggles, interpretive traditions, and
institutionalized categories.

Durkheim’s analysis of collective representations (1912/1995) offers a starting
point. Categories such as “justice,” “responsibility” or “care” are not derived from
abstract rational reflection; they crystallize in and through social practices. The author
applies this insight to welfare institutions, arguing that their ethical vocabularies -
what counts as “good care,” “risk,” or “harm” - are historically and organizationally
produced (Himmlegaard, 2025). Institutional trauma, in this register, becomes a
rupture in the collective representations that underwrite moral coherence.

Mannheim’s (1936) sociology of knowledge extends thisargument by foregrounding
existential location — the idea that what actors can see, say and justify is conditioned
by their social position and generational horizon. The author reworks Mannheim’s
notion into an institutional key: professional groups within welfare systems occupy
distinct epistemic locations that structure their access to information, their interpretive
repertoires, and their moral vocabularies (Himmlegaard, 2025). When a crisis erupts,
theselocations become acutely visible as competing vantage points on “whathappened”
and “what it means”

2.2. Institutional Trauma as Epistemic Rupture

Building on this foundation, the article conceptualizes institutional trauma as an
epistemic rupture — a breakdown in the tacit mechanisms that sustain meaning,
recognition and moral order. Rather than viewing trauma as a cluster of individual
symptoms, the focus is on the institutional processes through which taken-for-granted
certainties collapse.

Here, Durkheim’s (1897/1951) concept of anomie is instructive. Anomie is not
merely the absence of norms but a state in which previously binding rules lose their
grip, leaving actors disoriented. Transposed to the institutional level, trauma appears
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as a moment when core categories — “safety,” “professional judgment,” “best interest of
the client” - become contested or suspect. Staff may continue to perform their duties,
but their confidence in what those duties mean is shaken.

The author emphasizes that such ruptures are epistemic as well as moral
(Himmlegaard, 2025). When epistemic frameworks disintegrate, actors confront not
only practical uncertainty but a crisis of justification. Practices of reporting,
documenting, or deciding no longer carry unproblematic authority. Language that
once stabilized expectations — “according to guidelines,” “as required by policy” -
begins to ring hollow. Institutional trauma, as used here, thus sits at the intersection
of cognition and morality: it is a failure of meaning, a failure of coordination and a
failure of justification.

2.3. Cultural and Institutional Trauma: From Sztompka to Welfare
Organizations

Sztompka’s (2000) influential formulation of cultural trauma as “the other face of
social change” provides a bridge between macro-level transformations and institutional
crises. He defines cultural trauma as a culturally mediated shock to the “cultural tissue”
of a society — a disruption of interpretive schemes and value systems, rather than a
series of isolated psychological wounds. The traumatic sequence, in his account,
involves the identification of a rupture, its public framing, the search for causes and
culprits, and the elaboration of coping strategies.

Transposed to welfare institutions, Sztompka’s model suggests that organizational
crises can be read as localized cultural traumas. A scandal exposes the gap between
institutional self-image (as protector, healer, guarantor of dignity) and publicly visible
practices (neglect, coercion, cover-up). The institution’s “cultural tissue” — its moral
narratives, symbols, and rituals - is torn. What follows is a sequence of interpretive
work: inquiries, reports, apologies, reforms, and sometimes denial or minimization.

The notion of institutional trauma developed here is thus in dialogue with Sztompka
but shifts the analytical focus. Rather than treating trauma as a property of whole
societies, the article examines how it unfolds within specific moral fields where
professional roles, hierarchies and interaction rituals mediate its effects.

2.4. Fields, Capital, and Symbolic Violence

Bourdieu’s (1984, 1990, 2003) theory of fields offers tools for understanding how
institutionaltraumareshapespowerrelations. Welfareinstitutionsarenothomogeneous
organizations; they are structured fields in which actors - managers, frontline workers,
experts, regulators — compete for symbolic capital: moral credibility, professional
authority, and interpretive power.

Crises reconfigure these distributions of capital. Actors who previously embodied
institutional virtue may find their authority questioned; marginal voices -
whistleblowers, critical professionals — may temporarily gain credibility. The very
language of “care,” “protection” or “risk management” functions as symbolic power: it
authorizes some interventions and delegitimizes others. In moments of trauma, this
symbolic violence becomes more visible, as struggles over “what really happened” and
“what counts as abuse” intensify.
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The author converges with Bourdieu in insisting on reflexive sociology: analysts
must situate their own categories within the field they study (Himmlegaard, 2025).
Concepts such as “trauma,” “institutional failure” or “systemic abuse” are not neutral
descriptors; they carry moral and political weight. A reflexive approach acknowledges

this, turning conceptual work into part of the object of inquiry.

2.5. Interaction Ritual Chains and Emotional Energy

Collins’s (2004) theory of interaction ritual chains adds an affective and micro-
sociological dimension. In stable conditions, institutions reproduce solidarity through
recurrent rituals: staff meetings, debriefings, training sessions, informal gatherings.
These gatherings generate emotional energy — confidence, trust, a sense of shared
purpose — when they are perceived as legitimate and inclusive.

Crisis disrupts these chains. Meetings become tense, defensive or performative;
staff avoid participation; silence replaces spontaneous talk. Emotional energy drains
from the institutional environment, reinforcing experiences of isolation and cynicism.
Institutional trauma, in this view, is not only a cognitive and moral rupture but a
collapse in the circuits of emotional energy that sustain everyday cooperation.

Reconstructive efforts — apology ceremonies, commemorations, reform workshops
- can be understood as attempts to restart positive interaction rituals. Whether they
succeed depends not only on formal design but on whether participants perceive them
as authentic opportunities for recognition and repair — or as mere bureaucratic
performances.

2.6. Collective Memory, Mnemonic Practices, and the State of the Art

The final pillar of the theoretical framework is the sociology of memory. Halbwachs’s
(1992) classic argument that individual recollection is always organized through social
frameworks remains foundational: what institutions and their members remember or
forget is shaped by group norms, power relations and available narrative templates.

Olick and Robbins (1998) reconceptualize “social memory studies” as a historical
sociology of mnemonic practices — the concrete ways in which groups commemorate,
institutionalize and contest interpretations of the past. Their work shifts attention
from memory as a static “thing” to memory as ongoing practice. Olick (1999) further
distinguishes between individualist and collectivist understandings of collective
memory, emphasizing how public narratives and institutional scripts constrain what
can be remembered.

Tavory and Eliasoph’s (2013) theory of anticipation complements this perspective
by showing how actors coordinate futures through “protentions,” trajectories and
temporal landscapes. For institutions dealing with trauma, mnemonic practices are
inseparable from anticipatory work: how the past is narrated delimits what futures can
be imagined as legitimate or desirable.

Positioned within this state of the art, the present article contributes in three ways.
First, it brings the literature on cultural trauma (Sztompka, 2000) into closer dialogue
with the sociology of organizations and welfare institutions. Second, it specifies
institutional trauma as a meso-level phenomenon located between macro-level
cultural traumas and micro-level psychological experiences. Third, it links mnemonic
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practices to epistemic orders, arguing that what institutions remember is not only
morally but also cognitively structured: it reorganizes what counts as valid knowledge
about “how this institution works” and “what went wrong.”

3. Methodology
3.1. Research Design and Units of Analysis

The study adopts an interpretive, theoretically driven research design. Its primary
goalis notempirical generalization but conceptual clarification: to elaborate institutional
trauma as a sociological phenomenon.

Two analytically distinct but interrelated units of analysis guide the investigation:

1. Institutions as moral fields — welfare organizations understood as sites where
moral categories, epistemic orders and mnemonic practices are produced and
contested.

2. Staff as bearers of institutional meaning - welfare professionals whose
narratives articulate how institutional orders are experienced, disrupted and repaired.

Institutional trauma is thus not reduced to either level. Instead, staff narratives are
treated as privileged windows into the ways in which institutional fields are lived,
justified, and reconfigured.

3.2. Data Corpus and Setting

The empirical illustrations are drawn from a purposively assembled corpus of
textual materials concerning documented crises in welfare institutions in European
welfare states. The corpus comprises:

1. Staff testimonies and narrative accounts - anonymized interviews, written
reflections and public testimonies by social workers, caregivers, nurses, and
administrators who describe working in institutions undergoing scandal or
intense external scrutiny.

2. Internal and semi-public institutional documents - extracts from inquiry
reports, reflexive memoranda, incident analyses and organizational self-
evaluations addressing moral or administrative breakdowns.

3. Public representations — media investigations, regulatory reports and press
statements that frame the crises and their aftermath for wider publics.

The corpus does not constitute a representative sample of all welfare institutions.
Rather, it is theoretically sampled (Glaser & Strauss, 1967, via later interpretive work)
to capture a range of institutional contexts — child protection, elder care, mental health,
and related welfare domains — where moral crises have been publicly documented.
Individual cases are not named and identifying details have been removed or altered
to protect confidentiality. The resulting narratives are therefore composite: they
synthesize recurrent patterns across multiple documented cases.

3.3. Analytical Strategy

The analysis proceeds in three iterative stages, inspired by hermeneutic and critical
discourse-analytic approaches (Fairclough, 2013) and informed by the theoretical
framework outlined above:
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1. Contextual reconstruction — Each text is first situated within its institutional
and historical context: the type of welfare service involved, the nature of the
scandal or crisis, and the broader public debate surrounding it. This step does
not aim for exhaustive case histories but for sufficient contextualization to
interpret the moral and epistemic stakes.

2. Interpretive coding of meaning structures — Narratives and documents are
then coded for recurring motifs: expressions of moral collapse (e.g., “we stopped
believing in what we were doing”), epistemic disorientation (e.g., “we followed
the guidelines, but everything still felt wrong”), and reconstructive efforts (“we
promised ourselves this would never happen again”). Codes also capture
references to interaction rituals (meetings, handovers, ceremonies) and
mnemonic practices (commemorations, references to “lessons learned”).

3. Theoretical integration - Finally, the coded material is read through the lenses
of the author’s philosophical sociology (Himmlegaard, 2025), Bourdieu’s field
theory, Collins’s interaction ritual chains, Sztompka’s cultural trauma and social
memory studies. This does not involve applying theory mechanically; rather,
the material is used to refine and sometimes subtly challenge the theoretical
concepts. For example, moments described by staffas “burnout” arereinterpreted
as manifestations of an institutional crisis of meaning.

Throughout, narratives are treated as social practices rather than neutral reflections
of “facts” They are performances in which actors position themselves, attribute
responsibility and negotiate what the crisis means (Olick & Robbins, 1998). The
analysis therefore pays as much attention to silences, euphemisms and justificatory
tropes as to explicit statements.

3.4. Reflexivity and Researcher Position

Inline with author’s call for reflexive sociology (Himmlegaard, 2025) and Bourdieu’s
(2003) insistence that the analyst’s standpoint must be included in the object, the
researcher acknowledges their dual position: as a sociologist of knowledge engaged in
theoretical abstraction and as an observer of institutional debates in the welfare sector.
This positionality shapes what is perceived as salient, which theoretical traditions are
foregrounded and how trauma is conceptualized.

Reflexivity is operationalized in two ways. Analytically, the study interrogates its
own categories — “trauma,” “crisis,” “repair” — as part of the institutional discourse it
examines. Ethically, it avoids using narratives as raw material for moral judgment of
individual actors; instead, it seeks to understand how institutional structures and
symbolic orders make certain harms more likely and certain justifications more
plausible.

3.5. Ethical Considerations

Given the sensitivity of institutional crises in the welfare sector, ethical caution is
essential. While much of the corpus consists of publicly available documents, staff
testimonies and internal materials are anonymized, and potentially identifying details
are removed or generalized. The analysis focuses on patterns and mechanisms rather
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than on particular individuals, in line with the commitment to structural rather than
personalized explanation.

The study aligns with the European Sociological Association’s (2022) Code of
Ethics, emphasizing non-maleficence, respect for participants and care in handling
sensitive narratives. Even when dealing with publicly known scandals, the objective is
not to reproduce sensational details but to illuminate the underlying moral and
epistemic dynamics.

3.6. Methodological Limitations

The interpretive and theoretically oriented nature of the study entails certain
limitations. The corpus is selective and skewed toward institutions that have become
visible through crisis; “silent” institutions without scandals are not represented. The
narratives analyzed are mediated by multiple gatekeepers - journalists, inquiry
commissions, organizational leaders — and are embedded in specific political and
media environments. As such, they cannot be treated as transparent windows onto
“what really happened”

However, these limitations are also strengths for the article’s purposes. Because
institutional trauma is defined here as a disturbance in meaning, justification and
memory, the textual traces of crisis — reports, testimonies, public statements — are
precisely where its effects become visible. The article therefore claims theoretical
transferability rather than empirical representativeness: its conceptual model aims to
illuminate mechanisms that can inform comparative research across welfare regimes.

4. Findings / Results

The analysis identifies three intertwined dimensions of institutional trauma
as articulated in staff narratives, internal documents, and public representations:
(1) moral collapse, (2) epistemic disorientation and (3) reconstructive rituals of repair.
These are presented not as discrete stages but as overlapping processes.

4.1. Moral Collapse: The Disintegration of Institutional Legitimacy

Across the corpus, employees consistently depict the onset of crisis less as a
technical failure and more as a moral collapse. The moment when media coverage
intensifies, regulators intervene, or internal whistleblowing becomes public is
experienced as a radical disjuncture between what the institution claimed to be and
what it appears to have allowed.

One composite narrative describes the turning point in this way: “It was the day we
stopped believing our own story. The posters on the walls said dignity’ and safety’, but
none of us could say those words without feeling sick.” Such statements suggest that what
disintegrates is not only trust in particular leaders or procedures but confidence in the
institution’s moral self-image.

In Durkheimian terms, the collective representations that have sustained
institutional legitimacy - figures of “the caring professional,” “the safe ward,” “the
responsible management” - lose plausibility. The institution’s moral field fragments:

» «

categories such as “care,” “protection” and “necessary intervention” become objects of
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suspicion and debate. Frontline staff report feeling that whatever they do might be
interpreted as either negligent or abusive, depending on shifting external standards.
Building on Collins (2004), the analysis shows how this moral collapse is amplified
through negative interaction ritual chains. Meetings that previously functioned as
affirmations of shared purpose become arenas of mutual accusation or defensive
silence. Everyday rituals - greetings in the corridor, informal debriefings after difficult
shifts — are reported to “dry up” One caregiver notes: “We stopped looking each other
in the eye. Everyone was afraid that every sentence could end up in a report.” The erosion
of ritual solidarity intensifies the sense that the institution has lost its moral center.

4.2. Epistemic Disorientation: When Professional Knowledge No Longer
Orients Action

If moral collapse concerns the loss of legitimacy, epistemic disorientation concerns
the loss of secure bearings for action. Staff describe situations in which established
guidelines, protocols and professional routines no longer provide clear orientation. As
one administrator puts it: “We were following the book, and the book itself was on trial.”

From the perspective of the author’s philosophical sociology (Himmlegaard, 2025),
these experiences point to a breakdown in the epistemic infrastructures of welfare
institutions - the socially sustained distinctions between “safe” and “unsafe,” “appro-
priate” and “inappropriate,” “best practice” and “violation” When these distinctions
are destabilized, staff report not merely uncertainty but a deeper sense that the
categories themselves have become unreliable.

Internal documents in the corpus often reveal diverging causal narratives. Some
reports locate the crisis in individual failures - “poor documentation,” “lack of
competence” — while others highlight systemic issues: understaffing, conflicting
mandates, contradictory regulations. This ideological polyphony (Mannheim, 1936)
creates what one memo describes as “a fog of explanations” in which no single account
can convincingly settle responsibility.

Epistemic disorientation also appears in the temporal dimension. Drawing on
Tavory and Eliasoph (2013), one can say that crises disrupt the institution’s ability to
coordinate protentions (immediate expectations), trajectories (longer-term projects)
and temporal landscapes (taken-for-granted assumptions about the future). When staff
no longer trust that “doing the right thing” today will be recognized as such tomorrow,
anticipatory coordination breaks down. Careers, reforms, and everyday decisions all
become saturated with doubt.

This resonates with Sztompka’s (2000) claim that trauma involves a shock to the
cultural tissue of society. In the welfare institutions examined here, that tissue is
composed of professional knowledge, regulatory frameworks, and moral narratives.
Epistemic disorientation is thus not a mere cognitive confusion; it is a symptom of
deeper structural contradictions within the institutional field.

4.3. Reconstructive Rituals: Repairing the Collective Order

Despite the depth of collapse and disorientation, the corpus also documents efforts
at symbolic repair. Over time, institutions engage in what may be called reconstructive
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rituals — organized practices aimed at restoring moral order, rebuilding trust, and re-
establishing a shared frame of reference.

These rituals take multiple forms:

 Publicapologies and acknowledgements by institutional leaders, often carefully

scripted and mediated.

o Internal reflection days, where staff are invited to “process what happened,

sometimes with external facilitators.

o Commemorative practices, such as moments of silence, dedicated rooms, or

symbolic objects meant to mark “a new beginning”

« Revisions of mission statements or value documents, often accompanied by

posters and communication campaigns.

From a Bourdieusian perspective, these practices can be seen as attempts to reac-
cumulate symbolic capital by demonstrating moral responsibility and responsiveness.
Yet, as the author would insist (Himmlegaard, 2025), they are also epistemic interven-
tions: they define which interpretations of the crisis become official, which are side-
lined and what counts as “learning.”

Staff testimonies reflect ambivalence toward these reconstructive rituals. Some
describe them as meaningful turning points: “For the first time, management said out
loud that we had failed. It hurt, but it also felt honest.” Others experience them as hollow
performances: “We had a ‘values day’ with colorful post-its while nothing changed in the
rota” This divergence underscores Collins’s (2004) insight that rituals generate
emotional energy only when participants perceive them asauthentic and consequential.

Reconstructive rituals also have a mnemonic function. They crystallize particular
narratives about the crisis — “what went wrong,” “what we have learned,” “who we are
now” - and inscribe them into institutional memory. In Olick and Robbins’s (1998)
terms, they are mnemonic practices that both close and keep open the meaning of the
past. The institution does not simply “move on’; it creates official versions of its own
trauma, with all the exclusions and tensions that such versions entail.

5. Discussion

5.1. Institutional Trauma as a Collective Condition

The analysis supports the view that what appears as “personal exhaustion” or
“professional failure” among welfare workers often reflects a collective condition: the
collapse of socially sustained meaning structures. In the author’s terms (Himmlegaard,
2025), what breaks down in institutional trauma are the collective representations and
epistemic frameworks that make professional action intelligible.

Durkheim’s (1897/1951) concept of anomie helps articulate this. Staft descriptions
of “not knowing what is right anymore” mirror a rupture in the moral bond between
individuals and institutional norms. Yet, by emphasizing epistemic disorientation, the
present article extends Durkheim’s idea: the crisis is not only about weakened norms
but also about destabilized categories of judgment. Institutional trauma thus emerges
as a total disturbance — moral, cognitive, and emotional.
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5.2. Knowledge, Power, and the Politics of Repair

The reconstructive rituals documented in the corpus reveal that trauma does not
automaticallylead toreflection or reform. Rather, itinitiates struggles over interpretation.
Bourdieu’s vocabulary of fields and symbolic capital clarifies how different actors -
managers, frontline staff, external experts - compete to define the “lessons learned”
and to position themselves as responsible or redeemable.

Apologies, inquiries, and reform programs are thereby recast as forms of epistemic
governance: they do not merely correct practical shortcomings but regulate which
accounts of the past become authoritative. This aligns with Mannheim’s (1936)
insistence that knowledge claims are linked to social positions. Post-crisis narratives
advanced by leadership may emphasize “isolated failures” and “unfortunate incidents,”
whereas staff narratives may foreground structural pressures and contradictory
mandates. The politics of repair thus involves a politics of knowledge.

By integrating Sztompka’s (2000) notion of cultural trauma, the article highlights
how institutional trauma participates in broader societal debates about risk,
vulnerability, and trust. Welfare institutions often function as moral barometers for
the wider public; their crises resonate beyond organizational boundaries. The ways in
which they narrate and manage trauma therefore have consequences for public
understandings of care, responsibility, and the possibilities of systemic change.

5.3. Collective Memory, Anticipation and Reflexive Institutionalization

The findings also speak to the literature on collective memory. Following Halbwachs
(1992), the article shows that institutional memory is not a neutral archive but a
socially organized process. What is remembered from a crisis — and how - is shaped
by organizational hierarchies, available narrative templates and external pressures.

Olick and Robbinss (1998) emphasis on mnemonic practices helps interpret
reconstructive rituals as mechanisms that stabilize particular versions of the past.
Public reports that frame a scandal as “a painful but necessary step toward
modernization,” for instance, do memory work: they transform trauma into a prelude
to reform, potentially marginalizing alternative readings that might call for more
radical change.

Tavory and Eliasoph’s (2013) theorization of anticipation adds an important
temporal dimension. Institutional trauma does not only reshape how the past is told;
it also constrains who can plausibly speak about the future. Staff may, for example,
become wary of long-term reform promises if previous “lessons learned” were not
followed by substantial change. The coordination of futures — protentions, trajectories,
temporal landscapes - thus becomes fragile, further entrenching epistemic tension
within the institution.

The author’s notion of reflexive instability (Himmlegaard, 2025) offers a way to
synthesize these insights. Modern welfare institutions are structurally compelled to
reflect upon their own moral foundations while operating under bureaucratic and
political constraints that limit such reflection. Crises expose this tension. If institutions
manage to transform trauma into a resource for deeper reflexivity, they may move
toward more self-aware forms of governance. If not, trauma risks being absorbed into
a repertoire of ritualized self-critique that leaves structural conditions unchanged.
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5.4. Conceptual Contribution and Societal Implications

Conceptually, the article contributes to the sociology of knowledge and
organizational studies in three main ways:

1. It proposes a meso-level concept of institutional trauma that bridges
individual psychological accounts and macro-level theories of cultural trauma,
emphasizing moral, epistemic, and mnemonic dimensions within welfare
organizations.

2. It elaborates the idea of epistemic rupture as central to institutional crises,
showing how professional categories and anticipations are destabilized and
renegotiated through internal and public discourse.

3. It connects institutional trauma to collective memory and anticipation,
arguing that how crises are remembered and projected into the future is crucial
for understanding institutional resilience and change.

Societally, reframing welfare-sector crises as institutional traumas has several
implications. It shifts attention from blaming individuals or isolated incidents toward
examining how organizational structures, power relations and moral vocabularies
make certain harms possible. It also suggests that sustainable reform cannot be
achieved through procedural adjustments alone; it requires engaging with the deeper
moral and epistemic orders that shape professional practice.

From a policy perspective, this implies that inquiries and reforms should be
designed not only to establish responsibility and introduce safeguards but also to
create spaces for meaningful reflexivity — where staff can articulate experiences of
moral and epistemic disorientation without fear of reprisal, and where alternative
narratives of care and responsibility can be explored.

6. Conclusion

This article has developed a theoretical framework for understanding institutional
trauma in the welfare sector as a collective rupture in moral, epistemic, and mnemonic
orders. Drawing on the author’s philosophical sociology (Himmlegaard, 2025),
supplemented by Durkheim, Mannheim, Bourdieu, Collins, Sztompka and the
literature on social memory and anticipation, it has argued that organizational crises
do more than damage reputations: they unsettle the symbolic infrastructures that
make welfare institutions recognizable as sites of care and protection.

The analysis of staft testimonies, internal documents and public representations
has illustrated three interwoven dimensions of institutional trauma: moral collapse,
epistemic disorientation, and reconstructive rituals of repair. These processes reveal
that institutions “know” and “remember” through socially organized practices, and
that their efforts to heal themselves are inseparable from struggles over interpretation,
legitimacy, and future direction.

Theoretically, the article positions institutional trauma as a key object for the
sociology of knowledge, inviting further research into how epistemic orders are
constructed, disrupted, and reconfigured in organizational contexts. Empirically,
future studies could pursue comparative designs across welfare regimes, examine the
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role of digital media in shaping institutional memory, or explore how service users’
perspectives intersect with staff narratives in the co-production of trauma and repair.

Ultimately, the concept of institutional trauma reminds us that welfare institutions
— created to respond to human vulnerability — are themselves vulnerable moral fields.
Their capacity to care for others depends, in part, on their ability to confront and learn
from their own ruptures without closing them too quickly through premature
narratives of resolution.

Institutional trauma and collective memory in the welfare sector:
a philosophical-sociological analysis of moral order

and epistemic rupture
This article develops a theoretical framework for understanding how organizational crises and public
scandals in the welfare sector generate institutional trauma and reorganize collective memory among

employees. Drawing upon the author’s philosophical sociology, the analysis conceptualizes welfare
institutions not as neutral bureaucracies, but as moral fields structured by symbolic hierarchies, socially
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sustained epistemic orders and historically sedimented categories of moral judgment. Institutional
trauma is understood not as an aggregation of individual psychological injuries but as a socially
mediated epistemic rupture — a breakdown in the taken-for-granted frameworks that make professional
action intelligible and morally justified.

The article proposes a multidimensional theoretical synthesis combining Durkheim’s account of collective
representations and anomie, Mannheim’s conception of socially situated knowledge, Bourdieu’s field
theory and Collins’s model of interaction ritual chains, supplemented by insights from the sociology of
cultural trauma (Sztompka, 2000) and social memory studies (Halbwachs, 1992; Olick & Robbins,
1998). Conceptually, it argues that crises in welfare institutions disrupt three interwoven orders: (1) the
moral order regulating expectations of care and responsibility, (2) the epistemic order that defines what
counts as valid professional knowledge, and (3) the mnemonic order through which institutions
remember and narrate their past.

Empirically oriented illustrations are drawn from a purposively selected corpus of staff testimonies,
internal documents, and public representations from documented crises in European welfare institutions.
These materials are treated not as a representative sample but as analytically constructed narratives that
illuminate recurring patterns of moral breakdown, epistemic disorientation, and reconstructive rituals
of repair. The article concludes that institutional trauma is best understood as a collective condition in
which moral, cognitive and mnemonic orders are simultaneously shaken, and that welfare institutions
“heal” themselves - if at all - by reshaping their symbolic boundaries and mnemonic practices rather
than simply by implementing new procedures.

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Faith in victory as an indicator of national resilience
Introduction
The full-scale Russian aggression against Ukraine, launched in 2022, has become a

challenge for Ukrainian society. Despite the protracted war and significant losses, so-
ciological studies demonstrate a high level of societal resilience, manifested in the
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preservation of social cohesion, psychological endurance, and widespread confidence
in victory. In particular, as of June 2023, 97% of Ukrainians expressed confidence in
Ukraine’s victory, with the share of those who “fully believe” remaining consistently
high even after a year of active hostilities (Alexseev & Dembitskyi, 2024). Defining
national resilience as the ability of a community to adapt and withstand existential
threats while preserving key social functions and collective identity (Norris et al.,
2008; Ungar, 2012), we proceed from the assumption that citizens’ faith in Ukraine’s
victory can be considered a key indicator of national resilience. This assertion is based
on previous observations that recorded the consolidation of Ukrainian society after
the onset of Russia’s full-scale invasion in 2022, as well as the growth of institutional
trust and the strengthening of patriotic identity (Reznikova & Korniievskyi, 2024; Bez-
rukova et al., 2025).

The question remains open as to which specific factors determine the formation of
citizens’ confidence in Ukraine’s victory. Research indicates that the information en-
vironment plays a significant role: in particular, online media and related narratives
shape social optimism and directly influence citizens’ perceptions of the prospects of
victory (Marukhovskyi et al., 2024). Generational differences also emerge as an im-
portant factor: young people more often demonstrate higher levels of optimism and
confidence in the future, which is linked to greater civic engagement and a tendency
toward social optimism (Mirchuk & Pavlenko, 2022). At the same time, regional and
linguistic characteristics remain significant in explaining differences in the level of
faith in victory, which must be taken into account in the development of reconstruc-
tion strategies (Slyusarevskyy, 2024). Researchers also devote particular attention to
trust in state institutions, which is reflected in confidence in victory, but is often con-
sidered in conjunction with other factors—such as the sense of support and evaluation
of political leadership (Balakireva & Dmytruk, 2022). Despite the presence of certain
empirical evidence, the influences of personal wartime experience—which may en-
hance emotional involvement and optimism—as well as the role of civic identity and
value orientations as predictors of confidence in victory, remain insufficiently studied.

The purpose of this article is to provide a theoretical substantiation of the approach
to measuring national resilience through the prism of faith in victory and to conduct
an empirical analysis of the social and psychological predictors of this phenomenon.

Research Question and Objectives

The research question of our study lies in measuring national resilience through
the example of a specific indicator (mass faith in victory) and identifying the factors
that determine it. In the scientific literature, societal resilience is described as a multi-
dimensional phenomenon encompassing the ability to maintain basic functions, collec-
tive cohesion, and psychological optimism during crises (Masten, 2001; Norris et al.,
2008; Dagdeviren et al., 2020). War creates an extreme “stress test”! for this phenomenon.

I'The Ukrainian context has become the subject of particular attention among researchers: the
phenomenon of resilience of the Ukrainian population is actively studied within social psychology,
sociology, and public health research, in particular: (Kimbhi et al., 2023; Koubova & Kimhi, 2024;
Goodwin et al., 2023; Reznikova & Korniievskyi, 2024; Kutsenko, 2025).
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Despite the growing body of literature, the issue of operationalizing national
resilience in quantitative research requires further exploration. A common approach
is based on multifactorial scales that cover institutional, social, and psychological
indicators (Norris et al., 2008; Kutsenko, 2025). At the same time, the search for an
indicator capable of reflecting societal changes at a high level of generalization remains
arelevant task. In this study, we propose to consider mass confidence in victory as such
an indicator. We interpret this indicator as the psychological component of national
resilience, a kind of “barometer” of societal resilience. If, even under conditions of
prolonged hostilities and personal losses, citizens maintain faith in victory, this
indicates the presence of a significant resource of collective endurance and resilience.

For the validity of such an approach, it is necessary to clarify why faith in victory
reflects resilience and which factors influence its maintenance. Available data point to
two possible scenarios. First, confidence in victory may take the form of an almost
nationwide consensus, varying only slightly depending on individual characteristics.
Thus, surveys conducted in 2022-2023 showed a high level of faith in victory across
all regions and social groups; even large-scale personal losses did not lead to a
significant decline in this indicator (Alexseev & Dembitskyi, 2023). Second, there are
grounds to assume that certain socio-demographic and psychological factors may
strengthen or weaken confidence in victory. Goodwin et al. (2023) recorded that
resilience washigheramongyoungpeople, respondents with highlevels of interpersonal
trust, and residents of primarily Ukrainian-speaking regions. According to the
Razumkov Centre (2025), in the fourth year of the war, society maintained resilience
by relying on three “pillars”—trust in the Armed Forces, support from international
allies, and conviction in victory.

Thus, the research problem lies in the absence of a systematic analysis of the
predictors of confidence in victory. Existing works by Ukrainian scholars outline
individual aspects—from national resilience (Kutsenko, 2025) to the role of civic
identity and the interaction between the state and society (Reznikova, 2024), or the
dynamics of socio-psychological resources in different years of the war (Zlobina,
2024). However, there is a lack of comprehensive studies that directly test the
relationships between the level of faith in victory and specific independent variables.
This gap defines the research task—to construct a conceptual model in which
confidence in victory is considered as a function of a set of factors (from individual
wartime experience to macro-social attitudes) and to test it on empirical data.

Theoretical Framework

The concept of resilience emerged within developmental psychology as the ability
to successfully adapt under conditions of high adversity, with a focus on the interaction
between risk factors and protective mechanisms. Pioneering studies outlined the
empirical foundations of this concept and emphasized that resilience is not a rare
“trait” but the result of normal adaptive systems at work (Garmezy, 1971; Werner &
Smith, 1982; Luthar et al., 2000; Masten, 2001). Subsequent development acquired a
socio-ecological dimension: resilience is understood as a process arising from the
interaction of the individual with the context, rather than as a static characteristic
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attributable to a single person (Ungar, 2012). This shift (from “who is considered
resilient” to “which environments enable resilience”) is critically important for
transferring the concept to higher levels of analysis.

The transition from individual to community and national resilience in the
literature is accompanied by the operationalization of sets of adaptive capacities
through which communities maintain functionality in crises. In the influential model
of community resilience, this process is linked to four interrelated blocks (economic
development, social capital, information and communication systems, and community
competence), which together determine preparedness for threats and recovery
afterward (Norris et al., 2008). In parallel, the structural approach highlights the “rules
of the game” (formal institutions and informal norms), resources (material, human,
social), and power relations as fundamental parameters of social adaptability, through
which inequality of access to resources and asymmetries of power directly affect the
ability to recover (Dagdeviren et al., 2020). Importantly, these approaches do not
contradict but complement each other: adaptive capacities describe “what works” in
communities, while the structural perspective outlines “why and for whom” these
mechanisms operate.

In the context of war, the significance of macro-processes of resilience increases,
while psychosocial components (identity, trust, and expectations about the future)
become central mechanisms for maintaining collective functionality. Empirical studies
conducted during and after the onset of Russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine in 2022
demonstrate high levels of national resilience among Ukrainians, with distinct
differences by age, trust, and linguistic-regional context (Goodwin et al., 2023;
Koubova & Kimbhi, 2024). Comparative assessments also record the predictive role of
individual, community, and societal resilience in different countries of the region,
confirming the multilevel nature of this phenomenon (Koubova & Kimbhi, 2024).
Monitoring studies register high levels of collective resilience, though in 2024 a
tendency toward weakening is observed: support factors continue to operate, but the
effectiveness of their influence decreases (Zlobina, 2024).

The information environment acts as a separate node of influence on resilience,
mediating risk assessments, time horizons of expectations, and coordination of
collective actions. Studies of online media indicate that changes in the information
field affect optimism and citizens’ perceptions of the prospects for peace and the
course of the armed conflict; this effect is particularly noticeable among young people,
who demonstrate higher levels of social optimism and civic activity (Marukhovskyi et
al., 2024; Mirchuk & Pavlenko, 2022). Thus, communication channels not only
transmit information but also support or weaken the network of adaptive capacities
described in models of community resilience (Norris et al., 2008).

Against this background, faith in victory is considered a psychosocial indicator of
national resilience during wartime. At the individual level, its foundation lies in
optimism and hope as cognitive-motivational orientations that link expectations of a
positive outcome with readiness to sustain purposeful behavior despite threats (Carver
et al., 2010; Bonanno, 2004). At the collective level, “faith in victory” aligns with
perceptions of the community’s ability to achieve desired results through the
consolidation of identity, trust, and coordination of actions—that is, resilience
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manifests as shared expectations and support for collective efforts (Norris et al., 2008;
Goodwin et al., 2023). Ukrainian empirical data confirm this interpretation: despite
the duration of the war and increasing burdens, confidence in victory remains high
and is associated with support for democratic narratives and civic agency (Alexseev &
Dembitskyi, 2024; Reznikova & Korniievskyi, 2024; Bezrukova et al., 2025). It is worth
noting thatthroughouttheentire history ofindependence, Ukrainians have consistently
assessed their future optimistically—this is a “nation of optimists.” According to KIIS
data, the level of optimism fluctuates (88% - October 2022, 73% — December 2023,
57% - December 2024, 43% - May-June 2025, 56% - September-October 2025),
yet those who see Ukraine as a prosperous state within the European Union out-
number those who believe that in ten years Ukraine will be a ruined country with
significant population outflow (5% — October 2022, 19% - December 2023, 28% -
December2024,47% - May-June 2025, 31% - September—October 2025) (Hrushetskyi,
2025).

At the same time, the use of “faith in victory” as an indicator requires clear
articulation of its advantages and limitations. The advantages lie in its high relevance
to the wartime context, sensitivity to political and informational signals, and simplicity
of measurement in surveys. The limitations include potential fluctuations under the
influence of short-term events, risks of socially desirable responses, and the fact that
the indicator reflects expectations of outcome but does not encompass the full
spectrum of recovery capacity. To ensure validity, it is necessary to control contextual
factors and test convergent validity with respect to institutional trust, participation,
value orientations, and informational practices; it is particularly important to account
for the role of media as a mechanism for shaping expectations and coordination
(Norris et al., 2008; Dagdeviren et al., 2020; Marukhovskyi et al., 2024). In conclusion,
“faith in victory” emerges as a proxy indicator theoretically embedded in the
multilevel framework of resilience: it reflects psychological (optimism/hope), meso-
level (civic participation/trust), and macro-level (institutional capacity/information
environment) mechanisms that together sustain resilience in wartime (Carver et al,,
2010; Bonanno, 2004; Norris et al., 2008; Goodwin et al., 2023; Alexseev & Dembitskyi,
2024).

Empirical Data, Model, and Hypotheses

Empirical data from the annual sociological monitoring “Ukrainian Society”
conducted by the Institute of Sociology of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine
within the framework of the USAID Project “Transformation of Communications” in
Ukraine were used for this study. The dataset was collected by the sociological group
Rating using the CATI-CAWI method (June 27 - July 4, 2023): RR = 23.4% for CATI
recruitment, RR =42.5% for CAWTI survey, and N = 4101. The empirical data from this
nationwide monitoring survey allow for quantitative testing of the relationships
between the dependent variable (faith in victory) and a set of independent factors.

The general model, on the basis of which we interpret results and test hypotheses,
was specified and operationalized as follows. First, the dependent variable (“faith in
Ukraine’s victory”) was measured by the question (“How confident are you in Ukraine’s
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victory in the war with Russia?”) with four ordered responses: from “not confident at
all” to “fully confident” During data preparation, the scale was transformed so that
higher values corresponded to greater confidence (1 = “not confident at all” ...,
4 = “fully confident”). A cumulative logit model with proportional odds (PLUM/
LINK=LOGIT) was built on this variable, with estimation of thresholds and “location”
coefficients. In the final specification, a subsample with valid responses was used
(N =2597). Second, predictors were grouped into blocks directly corresponding to the
proposed hypotheses.

o War experience. Includes the binary variable “Volunteering” (1 - respondent
performs any volunteer/support actions for the Armed Forces or victims;
constructed from the list of actions in question nrw6) and the index of personal
losses “Personal losses” (sum of traumatic events).

o Identity and trust. Includes the binary variable “Civic identity” (identification
as a citizen of Ukraine), an index of social distrust/anomie, and a proxy for
institutional trust—evaluation of the President’s performance.

o Optimism and information environment. Consists of a three-level scale of
social optimism based on the question “What do you think about the future of
Ukraine?” (“the situation will worsen / remain unchanged / improve”) and a
categorical variable (preferred type of news source: national telethon “United
News,” alternative Ukrainian media, others).

o Civic participation. Contains the index “Community participation” (number of
civic practices/actions; constructed from the same set of items as volunteering).

o Values. Includes the dichotomous variable “Pro-democratic orientations”
(support for democracy as the best form of government) and the ordinal variable
(scale from 0 to 10) “Value of statehood” (importance of the existence of an
independent Ukrainian state).

All models control for educational level, type of settlement, and subjective social
status. This construction directly reproduces the theoretical framework in which “faith
in victory” appears as an integral psychosocial indicator combining individual
cognitive expectations, meso-level participation and trust, and macro-level value
orientations.

Based on the theoretical review, we formulate the following hypotheses:

o War experience. Direct involvement (service, volunteering), experienced losses,
and coping may strengthen or weaken faith through mechanisms of emotional
engagement, sense of control, and post-traumatic growth/stress (Bonanno,
2004; Alexseev & Dembitskyi, 2023). Hypothesis 1 (H1): Involvement in
collective actions (service/volunteering) is associated with higher faith in victory,
controlling for traumatic pressure.

« Civic identity. Stronger identification with the political nation increases
readiness to support collective goals and the assessment of their attainability
(Reznikova & Korniievskyi, 2024). Hypothesis 2 (H2): Higher civic identity is
associated with greater faith in victory.

o Trustininstitutions/interpersonal trust. Institutional trustreduces uncertainty
and increases evaluations of the effectiveness of collective efforts; interpersonal
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trust facilitates cooperation (Goodwin et al., 2023; Razumkov Centre, 2025).
Hypothesis 3 (H3): Trust in key institutions, as well as interpersonal trust,
positively correlates with faith in victory.

« Social optimism and information environment. General positive expectations
and consumption of congruent narratives in online media are linked to
assessments of victory prospects (Marukhovskyi et al., 2024; Mirchuk &
Pavlenko, 2022). Hypothesis 4 (H4): Higher social optimism and positive
information consumption are associated with greater faith in Ukraine’s victory.

o Civic participation. Engagement in collective actions (volunteering, self-
organization) fosters a sense of efficacy and belonging (Norris et al., 2008).
Hypothesis 5 (H5): Active participation in civic/volunteer practices increases
faith in victory.

o Values. Prioritization of sovereignty, freedom, and democratic trajectory is
linked to rejection of compromises such as “peace at any cost” and, accordingly,
to higher expectations of victory (Razumkov Centre, 2025; Reznikova, 2022).
Hypothesis 6 (H6): Pro-Ukrainian and pro-democratic values are positively
associated with faith in victory

Survey results

Regression models

To test hypotheses H1-H6, hierarchical ordinal regression with a cumulative logit
(PLUM) was applied. The dependent variable was the ordered scale of “faith in
Ukraine’s victory” (“not confident at all” ... “fully confident”). The modeling was
carried out in four steps: (M1) control variables; (M2) addition of the “war experience”
block; (M3) addition of “civic identity” and “institutional/personal trust”; (M4) the
final model with “information environment,” “values,” and “civic participation.”

Note on the proportional odds assumption: the test of parallel lines does not reject
the null hypothesis only in M1 (y*(10) = 7.69; p = .659). Starting from M2, statistically
significant deviations were recorded (M2: y*(14) = 25.33; p =.031; M3: y*(24) = 110.04;
p < .001; M4: *(36) = 98.79; p < .001). This limitation was taken into account in
interpretation: resultsare presented asapproximate cumulative effects (in parentheses—
cumulative odds/OR = exp(f3) for key predictors).

Model Quality and Increment in Explanatory Power

As shown in Table 1, the sequential addition of blocks improves the consistency of
the models with the data. A comparison of “Intercept only” and “Final” indicates a
significant increase in model fit quality at each step (M1: > = 132.63; df = 5; p < .001;
M2: y* = 205.43; df = 7; p < .001; M3: y* = 719.21; df = 125 p < .001; M4: y* = 1114.58;
df = 18; p < .001). Simulation-based fit metrics (Pearson/Deviance) do not reveal
systematic deterioration in model-data consistency; for M3-M4, p-values approach 1,
which is typical in the presence of sparse cells in multidimensional cross-tabulations.
The pseudo-R* (Nagelkerke) increases from 0.043 in M1 to 0.384 in the final model,
demonstrating a substantial gain in explanatory power when moving from purely
structural controls to the full model that incorporates psychosocial resources of
resilience.

Effects of predictors: stepwise results

Model 1 (control): Higher education is associated with lower cumulative odds of
being in higher categories of belief ( = —0.166; p < .001; OR = 0.85), while subjective
social status is associated with higher odds (5 = 0.255; p < .001; OR = 1.29). Residents
of regional centers have lower cumulative odds compared to villages (reference) -
B =-0.313; p = .001; OR = 0.73.

Model 2 (war experience): Adding volunteering and personal losses increases the
explanatory power of the model (Nagelkerke R*> = 0.066). Volunteering is positively
related to belief (8 = 0.594; p < .001; OR = 1.81), while the sum of losses reduces it
(8 =-0.152; p = .001; OR = 0.86). The effects of education and status remain in sign
and significance.

Model 3 (identity and trust): Including civic identity, evaluation of the President’s
activity (proxy for institutional trust), and the indicator of anomie sharply increases
pseudo-R? (to 0.230). Strong civic identity is one of the most influential predictors
(B =0.862; p < .001; OR = 2.37). Trust is also positively related to belief (8 = 0.161;
p <.001; OR = 1.17). Anomie is negative ( = —0.384; p = .003; OR = 0.68). The effect
of volunteering weakens but remains significant ( = 0.510; p < .001), while the impact
of personal losses becomes statistically non-significant (p = .137).

Model 4 (final): Adding social optimism, civic participation, values, and news
consumption forms the final model with Nagelkerke R* = 0.384. The strongest
individual effect is social optimism (8 = 0.936; p <.001; OR = 2.55): an increase of one
point nearly doubles-and-a-half the cumulative odds of being in higher categories of
belief. Next in strength are the value of statehood (f = 0.276; p <.001; OR = 1.32), civic
identity (8 = 0.616; p < .001; OR = 1.85), civic participation ( = 0.240; p < .001;
OR = 1.27), and trust in the President (f = 0.068; p < .001; OR = 1.07). Education
retains a negative relationship (8 = —0.189; p < .001; OR = 0.83), subjective status

remains positive but weak (8 = 0.069; p = .044; OR = 1.07). The effects of volunteering
and personal losses in the final model do not reach significance (p =.314 and p = .093,
respectively). Among territorial differences, the lower level of belief in regional centers
(compared to villages) remains significant — § = —0.324; p = .006 (OR = 0.72). Type of
news consumption does not show statistically significant associations with belief in
victory after controlling for other factors (p > .50).

Within H1 (war experience) we tested whether participation in collective actions
and experienced losses are related to belief in victory. In Model 2, volunteers had
higher cumulative odds of being in higher categories of belief (8 = 0.594; p < .001;
OR = 1.81), and this relationship remained in Model 3 (= 0.510; p <.001; OR = 1.67).
In the final Model 4, after adding identity, trust, values, and optimism, the effect of
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volunteering disappears (f = 0.119; p = .314), which indicates the following: the
relationship of volunteering with belief in victory is mainly mediated by psychosocial
resources. The sum of personal losses in Model 2 was negatively related to belief in
victory (8 = —0.152; p = .001; OR = 0.86) but becomes statistically non-significant in
Models 3-4 (p > .09). Thus, H1 is partially confirmed: the simple relationship of
participation/losses with belief in victory weakens after accounting for identity, trust,
values, and expectations. Under H2 (civic identity) stronger self-identification with
the political nation consistently and substantially increases the probability of high
belief in victory: in Model 3 = 0.862 (p < .001; OR = 2.37), in Model 4 3 = 0.616
(p < .001; OR = 1.85). Hypothesis confirmed. For H3 (trust) institutional trust,
measured by evaluation of the President’s activity, has a stable positive effect (Model
3: = 0.161; p < .001; OR = 1.17; Model 4: 8 = 0.068; p < .001; OR =~ 1.07). The index
of anomie in Model 3 is related to a decrease in belief in victory (8 = —0.384; p = .003;
OR = 0.68), but in Model 4 this relationship disappears (p = .279). Thus, trust is
partially confirmed: the institutional component is a reliable predictor, while anomie
depends on the composition of the model. Under H4 (social optimism and
information environment) social optimism turned out to be key: each step upward
on the scale increases cumulative odds of high belief by about 2.5 times (Model 4:
B=0.936; p <.001; OR = 2.55). In contrast, type of news consumption after controlling
for other factors does not make an independent contribution (p > .50). Thus, the
hypothesisis confirmed regarding optimism, but not regarding the channel of receiving
news. H5 (civic participation) confirmed: an increase in the participation index is
associated with greater belief (Model 4: 8 = 0.240; p < .001; OR = 1.27). H6 (values)
partially confirmed: the importance of statehood has a stable positive effect (Model 4:
B=0.276;p <.001; OR = 1.32), while pro-democratic orientation shows only a tendency
and does not reach statistical significance (p = .117).

Methodological limitations

Applying regression analysis to the specified models, certain methodological
limitations should be taken into account. First, starting from Model 2, the test of
parallel lines indicates a deviation from the proportionality assumption—therefore,
the estimated coeflicients should be interpreted as average cumulative effects. Second,
the presence of sparse combinations of predictors and missing values reduces the
“valid N” in the models, which affects the variance of the estimates. Despite these
caveats, the consistency of results between models and the increase in pseudo-R*
confirm the robustness of the key conclusions.

Conclusions

To substantiate the approach to measuring national resilience through the prism
ofbeliefinvictory, theauthors considerresilienceasamultilevel concept, conceptualized
at the individual, community, and national levels, and emphasize the growth of macro-
processes of resilience and the significance of its psychosocial components (identity,
trust, and expectations about the future) as mechanisms for maintaining collective
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functionality in wartime. At the same time, the indicator of mass confidence in victory
isinterpreted asa psychological component of national resilience, a kind of “barometer”
of societal stability. In sum, “belief in victory” appears as an indicator theoretically
embedded in the multilevel framework of resilience—it reflects psychological
(optimism/hope), meso-level (civic participation/trust), and macro-level (institutional
capacity/information environment) mechanisms that together sustain resilience in
war. Accordingly, the conceptual model of confidence in victory is considered as a
function of a set of factors (from individual war experience to macro-social attitudes)
and is tested on empirical data from the monitoring survey Ukrainian Society of the
Institute of Sociology of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine using regression
analysis methods.

The general conceptual model “belief in Ukraine’s victory” (dependent variable)
has a set of predictors grouped into six blocks (war experience, civic identity,
institutional/personal trust, social optimism and information environment, civic
participation, values), on the basis of which hypotheses were formulated.

Among all predictors, volunteering, anomie, and type of news consumption have
non-significant effects on belief in victory; personal losses and pro-democratic
orientations show a tendency toward reduction; positive effects are found for civic
identity, social optimism, civic participation, institutional trust, priority of statehood,
and subjective status, while education has inverse effect (as the level of education
increases, the level of belief decreases) and for larger settlements the level of belief in
victory is lower than for smaller ones.

Testing hypothesis H1 (war experience) shows that the relationship of war
experience (participation in collective actions and experiencing losses) with belief in
victory weakens after identity, trust, values, and expectations are introduced into the
model. Hypothesis H2 (civic identity) is confirmed: the higher the self-identification
with the political nation, the stronger the belief in Ukraine’s victory. Hypothesis H3
(trust) is confirmed only at the institutional level: evaluation of the President’s activity
has a stable positive effect; anomie or social distrust not only predictably reduce belief
in victory but also “disappear” in the final model. Similarly, hypothesis H4 (social
optimism and information environment) is confirmed only for social optimism,
which significantly influences belief in victory, while the channel of news consumption
does not: so-called positive information consumption of the “United News” telethon,
alternative Ukrainian media, etc., does not add belief in victory over the Russian
aggressor. Hypothesis H5 (civic participation) is also confirmed: active participation
in civic/volunteering practices increases belief in victory. Hypothesis H6 (values) is
partially confirmed: priority of statehood has a stable positive effect, while pro-
democratic orientation is not statistically significant.

Summarizing, psychological and identification resources make the greatest
contribution to sustaining belief in victory: social optimism (cognitive-motivational
expectation) and civic identity (collective belonging) form the “core” of individual
confidence. They are complemented by value orientations (priority of statehood) and
civic participation, which is consistent with socio-ecological approaches to resilience,
where the interaction of motivational expectations, identity, and cooperative practices
is key (Norris et al., 2008; Ungar, 2012). Comparatively weaker or unstable effects of
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volunteering and personal losses indicate that war experience alone does not guarantee
higher belief in victory—decisive are the interpretive frameworks (optimism, values,
identity) through which people make sense of this experience (Bonanno, 2004; Carver
et al., 2010). Territorial differences (lower belief in regional centers compared to
villages) may reflect different configurations of social capital and local information
contexts, which require separate detailed study.

Thus, regression analysis confirms that belief in victory is a valid indicator of
national resilience in wartime, determined primarily by social optimism, civic identity,
value priority of statehood, institutional trust, and civic participation. Structural
characteristics (education, type of settlement) and war experience (volunteering,
losses) play secondary or mediated roles, yielding to psychological and normative
resources. Such a combination of individual expectations, collective belonging, and
participation corresponds to multilevel concepts of community and national resilience
(Norris et al., 2008; Ungar, 2012) and is consistent with existing observations of the
Ukrainian case (Goodwin et al., 2023; Reznikova & Korniievskyi, 2024; Alexseev &
Dembitskyi, 2024).

Faith in victory as an indicator of national resilience

The aim of the article is (1) the theoretical substantiation of an approach to measuring national resilience
through the prism of faith in victory and (2) the empirical analysis of social and psychological predictors
of this phenomenon. Considering resilience as a multilevel concept conceptualized at the individual,
community, and national levels, the authors emphasize the growing importance of macro-processes of
resilience and the significance of its psychosocial components as mechanisms for maintaining collective
functionality under conditions of war. Based on the dataset of the sociological monitoring “Ukrainian
Society” (2023), various regression model variations were constructed, in which faith in victory is the
dependent variable, while the set of predictors is grouped into blocks: war experience, civic identity,
institutional/personal trust, social optimism and information environment, civic participation, values;
additionally, social status, education, and type of settlement were introduced into the model.

It was found that psychological resources (cognitive-motivational expectation) and identification
resources (collective belonging) make the greatest contribution to sustaining faith in victory; they are
complemented by values and civic participation; experience has unstable effects, so the decisive factors
turn out to be the interpretive frameworks (optimism, values, identity) through which people make sense
of this experience. Thus, regression analysis confirms that faith in victory is a valid indicator of national
resilience during wartime, determined primarily by social optimism, civic identity, the value priority of
statehood, institutional trust, and civic participation. Structural characteristics (education, type of
settlement) and wartime experience (volunteering, losses) play a secondary or mediated role, yielding
to psychological and normative resources.

East and West together? Why is it premature to talk about the end
of regional differences?

Since 2022, the public discourse has been dominated by the thesis that the full-scale war erased the
traditional differences between eastern and western Ukraine, giving rise to an unprecedented national
consolidation. This analysis challenges that thesis, drawing on representative survey data from 2022-
2025. The results reveal a dual picture. On one hand, support for the Euro-Atlantic course and the
refusal to make territorial concessions to Russia has indeed risen to record levels across the country. On
the other hand, regional differences have not disappeared but transformed: they remain persistent in
domains tied to cultural identity. The deepest gaps still run along the lines of language practices and
interpretations of Soviet and recent history. Differences in the religious sphere and in attitudes toward
language and cultural policy also remain profound. The author argues that the regional divide has not
disappeared but splintered: linguistic, religious, and value-based positions no longer overlap. Accounting
for this complexity is a necessary condition for the formation of an effective state policy aimed at
strengthening national unity.

Between stability and uncertainty: The proletariat, the precariat,
and the new reality of Ukraine

The essay is devoted to analyzing the transformations of the social structure of Ukrainian society in the
context of the Russo-Ukrainian War as an event that is not only a military or political fact, but also a
profound “historical shift” capable of radically changing social relations, forms of employment, and
mechanisms of social mobility. The author proceeds from the assumption that war creates a state of
prolonged uncertainty, which should be viewed not as a temporary anomaly, but as a new social reality
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within which class categories and social subjectivity are being rethought. The theoretical focus is on the
categories of “proletariat” and “precariat”, which are used as analytical tools to understand changes in
Ukraine’s social landscape. Drawing on classical and contemporary sociological approaches (Marxist,
Weberian, Bourdieusian traditions, as well as Guy Standing’s concept of the precariat), the author
demonstrates that these categories are neither mutually exclusive nor static. On the contrary, in a
situation of war, a complex space of intersection, interpenetration, and mutual transformation is formed
between them. The essay argues that the Russo-Ukrainian War does not lead to a simple replacement
of the proletariat by the precariat but rather initiates a process of hybridization of social classes, within
which stability and instability coexist within the life strategies of the same social actors. The war acts as
a catalyst for rethinking social structures, forcing a re-examination of established notions of class, labor,
and social subjectivity in contemporary Ukraine.

Digital inequality, scrolling, and death

The author proposes to examine the metamorphoses of the social structure in the context of the emergence
of a digital society. Digitalization leads to two socially significant consequences: first, the transformation
of mechanisms of power, and second, the intensification of digital inequality. The first aspect is analyzed
through Michel Foucault’s concept of power. In Discipline and Punish, Foucault traces the transformation
of power in the eighteenth century, referring to Jeremy Bentham’s idea of the panopticon. The prison
model proposed by Bentham makes it possible to replace demonstrative corporal punishment with a
system in which prisoners do not know when they are being observed but are aware that surveillance
may occur at any moment. Foucault extends this principle of exercising power to society as a whole.
However, contemporary digital technologies render architectural ingenuity unnecessary: the panoptic
model of social control transforms into a post-panoptic one, in which every individual can be seen
anywhere and at any time and, moreover, actively seeks such visibility. Seduction and simulation
become new instruments of digital surveillance: a person attached to the screen becomes detached from
real social communication, as in the practice of scrolling. At the same time, digital inequality deepens
in the post-panoptic digital society, as certain social groups find themselves in a disadvantaged position
compared to those who possess more advanced digital skills. Furthermore, some services cannot be
accessed without the necessary digital competencies. Access to digital resources determines opportunities
for survival, education, maintaining social ties, and participation in social life.

The author argues that despite the positive public perception of digital reform, the process of digitalization
requires a critical approach, since the omnipresence of digital technologies not only facilitates access to
services but also exacerbates digital inequality and compels certain groups to experience persistent stress
associated with insufficient digital skills.

Anamnesis in sociology: from memory to knowledge

Sociology has two main strategies in development theory: reflections on contradictions in the current
set of empirical findings and reconsideration of historically absorbed conceptions. The essay presents
reflections on lack of epistemological novelty of these strategies. If we use already known conceptions
and designed according to them empirical studies, the risk of tautological explanations rises. The other
supplementary source that could address this risk is the so-called “potential classics”, a set of superseded
or forgotten conceptual approaches that could had - but did not - shape the direction of research path
due to unfavorable historical circumstances, which were very often far removed from scientific reasons
and depended on political and institutional contexts. The history of early Ukrainian sociology is full of
such tendencies. Despite this fact, some of superseded approaches are still in use in research, as for
example, Serhii Podolynsky’s (1850-1891) theory, which influenced Barcelona school of political ecology
and ecological economics. “Potential” classics provide alternative options for theoretical imagination
and, in some sense, could be closer to the current challenges of Ukrainian sociology than patterns that
originated in the shadow of Soviet past, as it demonstrated by the case of the Ukrainian Sociological
Institute functioning as a private research organization in interwar Prague. The essay also emphasizes
the importance of another way of looking at the history of early sociology in general and Ukrainian in
particular. Early sociology development took place in a period when distinct boundaries between fields
were absent, and the formation of sociology was influenced by from domains even beyond science,
including culture, arts, literature, and others. Therefore, the author insists that the history of early
Ukrainian sociology should be studied rather as the history of culture than as the history of isolated
science, as is more common today. In case of “potential” classics, work with theories is similar to
anamnesis.

Isabelle’s monologue, watching the war (with) the salamanders

This essay presents a distinctive vision of the contemporary world, according to which the idea of water
flow is conceptually homologous to observable social processes. Using allusions to popular culture,
literature, and internet phenomena, the author consistently develops the water metaphor, revealing the
unity of social processes of different scales—personal, group, and societal—through the analysis of
individual experiences. Such subjectivity of perspective allows highlighting objecthood, the subjugation
of individual existence to historical events, and demonstrating the comprehensiveness of war as the
strongest factor in the metamorphosis of contemporary Ukraine, which provides the basis for the author’s
definition of war. The concept of metamorphosis is also subject to critical consideration in a series of
related concepts, such as transformation, revolution, and change. The shifts in the perception of time,
space and boundaries associated with the Russo-Ukrainian War are set within the global landscape of
similar processes in social communication related to digitalisation and the impact of the digital media
environment on the everyday life of any modern person.

At the same time, the idea of the war experiences universality in different eras is accompanied by the
thesis about the uniqueness of the social whole today’s transformations, the cause of which is proclaimed
to be the rejection of structure by the modernity fundamental non-structurality and by the worldview
it generates. This deepens the consequences of war, leading to a breakdown of the sociality foundations -
exchange, norms, boundaries between the social and the antisocial, and so on. The essay concludes with
a quote from Karel Capek’s classic novel War with the Newts, in which, as we know, humanity gradually
loses to another, better-adapted species of living beings and faces the prospect of losing all its civilisational
achievements, its place as the dominant species, and the familiar face of the planet itself.

Two dimensions of the Russo-Ukrainian War

The essay examines the nature of the Russo-Ukrainian War through the lens of two conceptual models:
the trinitarian and the total war models. The analytical point of departure is the author’s cautionary
note regarding the 'fog of war," which disorganizes political thought and impels statesmen toward
irrational decision-making. Consequently, only the rationalization of war aims can prevent strategic
catastrophe.
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The trinitarian model, formulated by Carl von Clausewitz in his treatise «On War», is presented as a
system of equilibrium between the government, the military, and the people. The wars of the 18th and
19th centuries were characterized by limited objectives, professional standing armies, and the insulation
of the civilian population from direct participation in hostilities. Governments sought to restrain their
political ambitions, the military acted with caution due to the difficulties of replenishing losses and the
constraints of the magazine system, and the populace provided the economic foundation of the state,
precluding their active involvement in armed conflict. This order maintained organic social solidarity.

In contrast, the concept of total war, developed by Erich Ludendor(f in his eponymous work, envisioned
the subordination of politics to military exigencies and the full mobilization of society. Within this
[framework, the army, the state, and the people merge into a single militarized mechanism. The historical
experience of the World Wars demonstrated that such a model unravels the social fabric, exhausts the
economy, and leads to catastrophe.

The Russo-Ukrainian conflict is characterized here as a hybrid: while declaratively framed as a total
war due to the maximalist goals formulated by both sides, it is factually conducted according to the logic
of trinitarian warfare. The absence of full economic and societal mobilization, selective conscription
practices, and attempts to maintain a semblance of peacetime normalcy create a rift between the
military and the civilian population. The author concludes that this very contradiction constitutes the
core problem: it undermines social solidarity and necessitates a fundamental reappraisal of strategic
approaches to modern warfare.
